The Bachelor of Engineering (Honours) in Mechanical Engineering is offered full-time (as eight full-time standard trimesters)
on-campus at the Gold Coast. Y ou may choose to study courses at other campuses if or where the program structure allows.

Asafull-time student you will generally attend 20-25 hours of scheduled classes per week throughout the trimester. Classes
may be scheduled during the day and evening throughout the week. From third year onwards, some classes may be available
for study off campus or on weekends.

If you are an International student on a student visa, you must ensure that you enrol in away that will allow you to complete
your enrolment within the expected program duration as stated on your Confirmation of Enrolment (CoE).

Work-integrated learning

An integrated program of exposure to industry practice will be built into the program. Practising engineers will be directly
involved in the learning and teaching process, particularly through involvement with laboratory and tutorial sessions. Staff will
draw upon their industry/professional experience in choosing their laboratory activities, their projects and/or case studies and
problems. Field trips will enhance awareness of the current industry/professional practice. The final year Professiona Practice
course provides aWilL experience, integrating technical expertise with the practical issues of professional/industry practice.

Changing programs

If an International student changes to a different program they will be subject to the approved program fee for the trimester in
which they are enrolled.

Permanent resident status

If an under graduate student obtains permanent resident statusin Australia after commencing study in a program, and the
student can provide evidence of permanent resident status prior to the census date (of the trimester in which they are enrolled),
the student will be provided with a domestic fee-paying place.

The student may then apply for a Commonwealth supported place at the next admission period provided that the student
satisfies the conditions for transfer from a domestic fee-paying place to a Commonwealth supported place as set out in the
Undergraduate Programs Admission Policy.

If apostgraduate student obtains permanent resident statusin Australia after commencing study in a program, and the student
can provide evidence of permanent resident status prior to the census date (of the trimester in which they are enrolled), the
student will automatically be considered for a Commonwealth supported place (subject to availability) or a domestic fee-
paying place as applicable for the program.

If aresear ch student obtains permanent resident statusin Australia after commencing study in a program, and the student can
provide evidence of permanent resident status prior to the census date (of the trimester in which they are enrolled), the student
will automatically be considered for a Commonwealth Government Research Training Program (RTP) Fee Offset or a
domestic fee-paying place as applicable for the program.
