Selection for admission is competitive as the number of applicants generally exceeds the places available. The minimum
requirement for eligibility for admission is completion of Year 12 of secondary school or equivalent academic achievement.

Prerequisite
conditions may be satisfied by other study or experience which is considered to be equivalent to the Y ear 12 prerequisites.

e ORan overal score of 58 in the Pearson Test of English (Academic) with no score less than 50.
