To be eligible for admission to the M aster of Professional Accounting, a student must:

e hold any Bachelor degree from arecognised University (or another tertiary education institution of equivalent
standing) with a minimum Grade Point Average (GPA) 4.0 (using a 7.0 scale), OR

e hold a Griffith Graduate Certificate in Professional Accounting (or equivalent) with aminimum GPA of 4.0 (using a
7.0 scale). Students with a Griffith Graduate Certificate in Professional Accounting will receive 40 credit points of
credit.

Students who have completed a degree with accounting studies but not accredited with CPA Australiafor Associate
membership will be considered for admission.

ORaminimum overall score of 176 (no score less than 169) on C1 Advanced (formerly Cambridge Certificatein
Advanced English) or C2 Proficiency (formerly Cambridge Certificate of Proficiency in English)

e ORan overall score of 58 in the Pearson Test of English (Academic) with no score less than 50.

English test results must be no more than two years old.

International students who successfully complete the Direct Entry Program (DEP) will satisfy the English Language
requirements for this Griffith degree.

The Direct Entry Program (DEP) is not available for Domestic students.
