Selection for admission to an undergraduate degree is made on the basis of academic merit.

Selection for admission is competitive as the number of applicants generally exceeds the places available. The minimum
requirement for eligibility for admission is completion of Y ear 12 of secondary school or equivalent academic achievement.

Prerequisites for admission may be specified in terms of levels of achievement in particular Y ear 12 subjects. Prerequisite
conditions may be satisfied by other study or experience which is considered to be equivalent to the Y ear 12 prerequisites.

What are the language requirements?
Language requirements

English language requirements apply to International applicants and other applicants whose previous study was undertaken in a
language other than English. The minimum English language requirements for such applicants for entry to this program are:

A minimum overall band score of 7.0 on IELTS (Academic) with no sub-score of lessthan 7.0 ; OR

an overall score of 65 in the Pearson Test of English (Academic) with no score less than 65; OR

aminimum score of 580 on TOEFL ; OR

an internet-based (iBT) TOEFL score of 92 (no score lessthan 22); OR

no score less than 4 in each skill of the ISLPR (conducted by ISLPR Language Services only); OR

aminimum overall score of 185 (no score less than 176) on C2 Proficiency (formerly Cambridge Certificate of
Proficiency in English)

* The ISLPR test will only be accepted if it has been administered by ISLPR Language Services, 9 Gowrie Street, Mt Gravatt,
Queensland.

We will accept English language test scores from one test sitting OR a maximum of two test sittingsin a six month period only
if the following criteria are met:

e |[ELTS (Academic): A minimum overall score of 7.0 is achieved in each sitting and the applicant achieves a minimum
of 7.0 in each component across the two sittings and no score in any component of the test is below 6.5

English test results must be no more than two years old.
The Direct Entry Program (DEP) pathway is not accepted for this program.
